a).   Applications for Consideration

                  P15/V0749/A       Erection of two masts to display banners for events or promotions:  
                                                Harcourt Hill Campus, Harcourt Hill, North Hinksey. 
                                                Councillors voted by 5 votes to 0 votes (Councillor Mrs. A. Dykes abstained 
                                                from voting) to have No Objections.
                  P15/V0777/HH    Re-development of existing outdoor tennis courts to provide all weather 3G 
                                                multi-use sports pitches with floodlighting:  Harcourt Hill Campus, 
                                                Harcourt Hill, North Hinksey.
                                                Councillors discussed this application at length with S. McCarroll (Manager of 
                                                the Harcourt Hill Campus Sports Centre) covering issues relating to usage, the 
                                                strength and height of the proposed floodlights, possible light overspill and  
                                                opening and closing times.
                                                Councillors considered this was a facility that was lacking in the locality and
                                                would be of benefit to the local community.

                  P15/V0781/FUL  Demolition of the existing two properties and erection of eleven two storey 
                                                dwellings and garaging, together with associated access, parking, landscaping 
                                                and all enabling and ancillary works:  12-14 Cumnor Hill. 
                                                Although this planning application was on the Cumnor PC side of the parish 
                                                boundary with NHPC the VWHDC had sent the details to the parish council 
                                                for comment.  Councillors considered the details of the application and its 
                                                location on the busy Cumnor Hill.  They were concerned by the following 
                                                planning issues and UNANIMOUSLY AGREED to OBJECT to the 
                                                application. 

                                                a).  The proposals would increase the density/footprint of the buildings and 
                                                      therefore the area of land that would be under concrete and not allow 
                                                      adequate drainage in an area well known for its underground streams and 
                                                      drainage issues.  There are/were significant drainage issues at 40 Cumnor 
                                                      Hill.  

                                                b). The position of the proposed development/closeness to the main road would 
                                                      mean that its height (2.5 storeys) would be out of character with other 
                                                      nearby residences which had been built further from the road on sloping 
                                                      land and did not fit in with the local street scene.  
                                                c).  The size of the development would be an overdevelopment of the available 
                                                      land and also result in a significant increase in traffic movements on an      
                                                      already busy road.

                                                That the proposed velux windows, dormer windows and gable windows 
                                                would be unacceptable in design terms and would result in a 
                                                dominating  and visually intrusive development that would be 
                                                incongruous within the surrounding street scene. This was contrary to 
                                                policies DC1 and DC9 of the Local Plan 2011 and paragraphs 5.7, 5.8 
                                                and 10.7.18 of the Residential Design Guide (March 2015) and the 
                                                National Planning Policy Framework.
                  P15/V0094/FUL  Demolition of existing redundant structures and construction of new two 
                                                storey extension:  1 West Way, North Hinksey.

                                                1.  That having regard to the form and massing of the proposed gables 
                                                     on the roof, the proposal would represent an inappropriate and 
                                                     incongruous roof form and would significantly detract from the 
                                                     distinct character of the street, contrary to policy DC1 of the adopted 
                                                     Local Plan 2011 and the new design guide 2015 SPD.

                                                2.  That having regards to the proposed side windows in the roof, and their 
                                                     relationship to the neighbouring properties, the proposal would 
                                                     represent an unacceptable level of overlooking. It would harm the 
                                                     amenities of neighbouring occupiers, contrary to policy DC9 of the 
                                                     adopted Local Plan 2011 and the new design guide 2015 SPD.
